A Private Waste Hauler License is required to engage in the business of collecting, transporting, carrying or hauling
solid waste in the City of Cleveland.

Solid waste is defined as residual solid or semisolid material as results from industrial, commercial, agricultural,
household, community and private operations, excluding earth material from construction, mining, demolition
operations and slag. Such solid waste material shall be deemed to include, but not be limited to, garbage, rubbish (both
combustible and noncombustible), street dirt, debris, ashes, tires, any discarded matter to be removed from public and
private properties and other like substances which may be harmful or inimical to public health, as well as other items
determined to be solid waste by the Director of Public Works.

This is an annual license that expires on April 30th.
